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I. INTRODUCTION/DESCRIPTION OF THE COURSE 

The Foundation Course in French is designed to develop the students’ basic skills in speaking, 

writing, listening and reading French. With the help of short texts and simple dialogues from 

daily life, students are made conversant with basic French. Language lab facilities are also 

available for honing the communication skills of the learners. 

This course is intended for students studying courses under NEP 2020, with no prior 

knowledge of French. 

II. COURSE OBJECTIVES 

• To help students express themselves in simple French and formulate basic sentences; 

• To introduce students to simple vocabulary and phrases; 

• To allow students to communicate to a French-speaking community; 

• To teach students to write simple letters and emails.

a. Short dialogues and easy texts; b. Translation of simple French texts into English and vice-versa.

a. Introduce oneself and another; b. Basic conversation of daily life; c. Reading short passages in
